Application for Support from Organizations in Manitoba
Application Guidelines
1. Applications are invited in September each year from registered non-profit groups for financial support to enhance their activities in the promotion of Chinese culture. The application deadline is November 30. Copies of the Certificate of Incorporation as a Non-Profit organization (from the Federal or Provincial Government) and the By-Laws of the organization must be attached to each application.  
2. The application should include a synopsis of the recent activities of the organization, the rationale for the current application, and a proposed budget. Details on each item should be given as appendices to the application.  Due to the limited funds available, an application for amount in excess of $2,000 will not be considered.
3. The completed application should be sent to: Dr. Patrick Choy, Chair of the WCCFF, c/o the Winnipeg Chinese Cultural and Community Centre, 2nd floor, 180 King Street, Winnipeg, R3B 3G8. 
4. The criteria for adjudication are (a) fit to the objective of the WCCFF, (b) the impact of the support on Chinese culture and/or the Chinese community in Winnipeg, (c) the demonstrated record of the organization, e.g. the number of members, past activities, (d) the financial history of the organization.  Priority will be given to support special events or the special need of an organization. The support for the continuing operation of an organization is discouraged.
5. The WCCFF Board has allocated part of the available funds for a special project to enhance the Chinese cultural activities in Winnipeg this year. The amount available for support of other organizations for the current year is about $6,000.
6. The adjudication of applications will be conducted by the Executive Committee, and the recommendation of the Committee will be forwarded to the Board for review and approval. Notification on the status of the application will be sent out in late December, and financial support of successful applications will start in the following January. A cheque for the approved amount will be mailed out to each successful application in early January. It is anticipated that the WCCFF will support several applications each year.
7. A list of successful applications will be published in the local media.
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
